Second reading of Ordinance 142, for the refunding of $45,390,000 in Convention Center Hotel Bond Debt
from 2005. This refinancing/refunding will save a significant amount of debt and lessen the County’s
liability.

This ordinance commits payment
for projects including courts computers, library geothermal, county-wide telephone upgrade and

Software”. The original ordinance should have contained a waiver of the Purchasing Code because the
cost of the product was over $25,000 and three bidders were not sought. The product is proprietary so
getting other bids was not an option. A waiver of one reading is requested because the funds will be lost if
they are not spent within the calendar year.
