The housing testing firm has completed two tests. They are still looking for places, especially in
Girard. They assure us they will have the testing done by the deadline in April.

The Housing Seminar is scheduled for April 27 but it is possible it will be changed to another
day in April if influential speakers can be scheduled.

The Homebuilder’s show will take place February 26-28. VVolunteers will be needed to work.

The City of Erie CDBG application deadline is January 29. Heidi is working on the application
for us to get more money for testing. The CDBG application for Millcreek is February 19 but
since they don’t have impediments in their plan, they will not fund testing.

Joe Aguglia is drafting a revision of the ordinance that would expand protected classes to include
things like source of income. Proposed changes in the bylaws that would include the Executive
Committee determining whether absences are excused or not should be included. Reducing the
number of seats on the advisory board which we cannot fill should also be included.
