ERIE COUNTY COUNCIL - Regular Meeting

Mr. Giles, Chairman, called to order a Regular Meeting of the Erie County Council at 7:00 p.m. in
the Erie County Council Chambers, Erie County Courthouse, Erie, Pennsylvania. Following the
Pledge of Allegiance, Mrs. Loll recited a prayer:

Mr. Leone moved to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2013 Regular Meeting. Mrs. Loll
seconded, and it carried in a unanimous roll call vote.

Mr. Leone reported the Finance Committee met on February 21, 2013 and agreed to place
Ordinance 13 on the agenda for a second reading and Ordinances 18, 19, 20 and 21 for first
readings. Also on the agenda is the possible appointment of David Ciacchini to the Erie County
Industrial Development Authority.

Dr. Foust reported the Personnel Committee met immediately following the Finance Committee
and agreed to place Ordinances 16 and 17 on the agenda for second readings. Both ordinances
involve changes in the Planning Department.

Mr. Giles believes this is the most ambitious schedule he has seen from this organization with a
variety of speakers. This is being held after the March 1* deadline for sequestration. The expectation
Is that this issue will continue on for multiple years. Each step for the past year and one-half has been
difficult for both sides of the debate.

Mr. Giles further noted that two positions from the Elections Department need to be filled due to
retirements. Those positions have been posted. Preliminary interviews have been held and four final
candidates have been chosen for each position. An ad hoc committee has been established to interview
these candidates. The committee is comprised of the Finance Chairman, Personnel Chairman, soon to
be Election Board Chairman, the Director of Personnel and the County Clerk. Mr. Giles stated that
these interviews will be held on Thursday, March 28, 2013. He wished the committee luck in their
endeavor. Dr. Foust, Personnel Chairman will chair this committee. He asked the following memo to
the committee be included in the minutes:

As all of you are aware, Rick Fullerton’s retirement and Sharon Drayer’s impending retirement have created the need to hire
a Supervisor of Voting Machines and a Supervisor of Elections. In order to select the best persons possible for these
positions, | am creating a hiring committee consisting of the following individuals:

County postings for both positions have come down and the response was excellent. There were 12 applicants for the SOE
position and 16 applicants for the SOVM position. | asked Doug Smith to reduce the list down to a manageable number of
candidates for each position who would then be interviewed by the committee. He has done so and reduced the list to four
excellent candidates for each position. Doug will provide committee members resume/applications and notes from the
candidates’ first interview.

Arrangements have already begun for a series of interviews Thursday, February 28" beginning at 1:00 p.m. |
would like Dr. Foust to chair the committee with the stated goal of finding new employees for each of these
positions either by the end of business on Thursday or thereafter as soon as possible.

Mr. Leone noted that he will be in Harrisburg on March 7 and 8 in his capacity as a member of
the Local Government Advisory Committee. He is also involved with Mr. Davidek from C.S.
McKee who will be in Erie this Friday regarding the CCAP Summer Conference. He explained
that C.S. McKee has hosted dinners in the past for members of CCAP. This agency did an
excellent job last year in Hershey. Mr. Leone had indicated to Mr. Giles that he would like to
use Perry’s Landing or any other facility on the bayfront. Other venues such as the Yacht Club
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or Kahkwa Club were suggested, but Mr. Leone would like to use a business located on the bay
S0 everyone can see what Erie has to offer. Mr. Leone has already dealt with the company
handling the golf tournament. It appears the only course available will be Whispering Woods
and he suggested everyone bring a lot of golf balls.

Mr. Giles stated that he will be seeing many of the event planners at the NACo Conference as
well. He acknowledged that Mrs. Loll had suggested the Playhouse for entertainment and Mr.
Giles has been in contact with Almi Clerkin from the Playhouse. Mr. Leone recalled earlier
discussions regarding a luncheon being hosted by UMPC Hamot. The CEO at that particular
time had made this suggestion.

Mr. Smith gave a second reading of Ordinance Number 13, 2013, “First 2013 Public Health
Fund Budget Supplemental Appropriation Of $2,000 And Creation Of Line Item In
Environmental Services.” Mr. Leone moved to adopt; Mr. Cleaver seconded, and it carried in a
unanimous roll call vote.

Mr. Smith gave a second reading of Ordinance Number 16, 2013, “Second 2013 Planning Fund
Budget Supplemental Appropriation Of $141,466 For Change In Planner Grades And Reduction Of
Indirect Costs.” Dr. Foust moved to adopt; Mr. Fatica seconded, and it carried in a unanimous roll call
vote.

Mr. Smith gave a second reading of Ordinance Number 17, 2013, “Sixth 2013 General Fund Budget
Supplemental Appropriation Of $100,096 For Reduction In Transfer To Planning Fund.” Dr. Foust
moved to adopt; Mr. Fatica seconded, and it carried in a unanimous roll call vote.
