The Erie County Health Department ECHD has conductedcountywide health surveys based upon
the CDC Behavioral Health Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFS3PBb, 1999, 2001, 2007,

2011, and most recently in 20162017. The purpose of these surveys is to track health and better

Overall, 1% of those contacted responded to the interviewThe overall response rate (AAPOR
RR4) was 39%.Fifty-sevenpercent of respondents were female, 6% seltidentified as African
Americans and 1.8% as Hispanic. 53% reported househdd incomes under $50,000, and 26.5%
were 44 years old or younger. Approximately 70% of the responses are from the Erie City region
(see Figurel Erie Map depicting Erie City Region (Green) vs. Rest of Erie County)
